Faculty of Science provided day long practical field training cum exposure to 100 students of 

B.Sc. III on Solar Energy Production and Management System  through a well organized visit to 

the Solar Plants of the College itself. This exercise was preceded by a week long, and step wise 

orientation of the students on clean energy options as applicable in the context of local 

community, agro-industry and service sector. In the first phase, students were given the task of 

identifying emerging forms of the use of solar energy in their immediate vicinity and get familiar 

with visible advantages and challenges relating to it. In the final phase of this field training, a 

group of 100 students was provided a guided tour and exposure to the mega project in the region  

of transitioning to solar energy – the Solar Plant of the College, its working, management, output 

and economic dimensions as compared to usual consumption and cost of electricity.
